He will be missed dearly by all of his
surviving family: his son Matthew Wynant, daughter in law Joanna Wynant,
grandsons Chace Wynant, Sade Wynant, granddaughter McKenzie Crawford,
his brothers sisters, various cousins, aunts and uncles.
