Ilene Odessa Hougham, long time Siskiyou County resident, passed away at
Siskiyou Springs Senior Living in Yreka on October 5, 2021.

Ilene was born on April 21, 1931, in Mexico, Missouri to Carl H. and Minnie O.
Kreder. In 1935 her family moved to the Carlton/McMinnville, Oregon area
where she was raised and graduated from McMinnville High School in 1949.
On July 2, 1949, she married Roland P. Hougham in McMinnville. Their first
home together was in Orick, California, where they started a long career in the
log and lumber trucking business. From 1951 through 1953 they owned a
farm in Dallas, Oregon where their two daughters were born, but soon
decided to return to the trucking business in California. In 1954 they relocated
to the Yreka area where she lived until her death, working in the family
business and raising their daughters. 

 

Ilene was an avid quilter and enjoyed working in her flower garden, feeding
birds and watching the wildlife on their ranch that they had purchased in 1967.
She was a member of Beta Sigma Phi sorority for more than 50 years.
