Nothing made him smile more than spending time with them...especially
teaching them to ride a quad! 
During his life, Jim volunteered for many organizations. He coached softball
and baseball for his kids. He spent several years as a member of the Yreka
Volunteer Fire Department. But as many know, his passion came with creating
and leading the Siskiyou County Off-Road Riders (SCORR). He was not only
the long-time president, but he was instrumental in developing and



maintaining the extensive trail system and two OHV parks in Siskiyou County. 
After retirement, he found joy in chasing grandchildren, watching his son race,
and riding quads as much as possible.
