If not at home or in Mexico, Jennet could often be found at their family cabin
at Kelsey Creek - a location where many family memories were made



throughout the decades! Jennet was a force of nature, and not one to be
reckoned with. She had a memory like a steel trap, and could tell stories from
years ago with precision accuracy.
