Marian and
Wes were successful orchardists, raising wild plums and many varieties of
berries on their property east of Yreka.

In 2002, Marian began volunteering as a member of the Fairchild Medical
Center Auxiliary and Foundation. Marian managed the hospital's Gift Shop
and enjoyed the opportunity to meet with the employees, patients and visitors
to the hospital.

As well as being a loving mother and wife, her lifetime of selfless service
positively affected the lives of the many people she met along the way.



Marian is survived by her sister, Cindy Narramore (Tom) of Mountain Home,
Idaho; son, Harry Hamilton (Dianne) of Madison, Alabama; daughters, Robin
